Bend, Oregon Alice M. Cullen, age 85, died unexpectedly Tuesday, December
20, 2016 at home in Bend, OR following a long struggle with Alzheimers. Born
in Detroit, MI on October 28, 1931 to Herbert and Alice Miller. She was a 1950
graduate of Los Gatos High School and a 1973 graduate of San Jose State
University. As a first lieutenant in the Womens Army Corps, Alice married the
late Major Joseph Cullen in May 1956. Their young family lived in New Jersey;
Frankfurt, Germany; and Monterey, California. In 1980, Alice moved to Central
Oregon and lovingly restored the Thomas M. Baldwin House (Prineville) which
is now listed on the National Register of Historic Places. Alice was a designer,
builder, craftsperson, artist, master gardener, and occasional civic activist who
had a quirky, disarming comedic personality. Alice took delight in her
grandchildren, enjoyed the antics of Monty Python and, on special occasions,
would bake anatomically correct gingerbread people. Alice is survived by
daughters Marilyn Parker-Cullen (Richard Parker) and Allison Cullen of Bend;
son Michael Cullen (Beth Cullen) of Newport, RI; granddaughter Gillian
Parker-Cullen; grandson Mac Cullen; sister Molly Sullivan of Lynnwood, WA
and many nieces, nephews, and cousins. Special thanks to Raquel Alexander,
as well as Alita, Linda, and Dorothy who provided thoughtful and loving care
during her latter years.
