In 2009 he deployed for his second time
to Iraq but, spent 12 months there this time. After returning home from his
second tour overseas he was then stationed back at Fort Bragg North
Carolina. He remained there until 2012 when he deployed for 7 months his
third and final time, this time to Afghanistan, in support of OEF (Operation
Endure Freedom). After his return home he remained stationed at Fort Bragg,
North Carolina until May of 2013 when he was sent to Schofield Barracks,
Hawaii. Matthew received many medals, coins and awards for his 16 years of
honorable service. Achievements he was awarded include 4 ARCOM, 4 AAM,
4 AGCM, 1 NDSM, 1 ACM-CS, 1 ICM-CS, 1 GWTSM, 1 NOPDR, 1 ASR, 2
OSR, 1 NATOMDL, 2 COA, 1 RBS, 1 CAB, 1 PRCHTBAD and 1 DRV/MECH.

He was a great father,
husband, service member and friend. All that knew him loved him.
